The Study Visit "Youth work reality in Caucasus countries" is the fifth event from the series of the 
presentation of the youth work in Eastern Europe and Caucasian countries. This study visit is the first 
one heading to the Caucasus Region (Armenia, Azerbaijan and Georgia). 
 

The SV focuses especially on aspects of the non-formal education development, cultural diversity 
and wants to encourage potential partners to set up projects and future cooperation. During the Study 
Visit, participants will visit youth organisations with different background and meet with local authorities 
responsible for youth policies.
