13 and 25, from different backgrounds from two

or more countries, providing them with an
opportunity to discuss and confront various themes,
whilst learning about each other's countries and

cultures for 6 to 21 days.

support those active in youth work and youth
organisations, in particular by the exchange
of experiences, expertise and good practice
betwean them as well as activities which may
lead to long-lasting quality.
