ACTIVITIES

· The Foundation, Borderland – arts, cultures, nations” organize a lot of cultural events connected with differences, tolerance and dialogue between nations. It is the main point of its function and structure. It’s an independent non - governmental organization that doesn’t conduct any political and economic activity. 
· The Foundation's program activity is devoted exclusively to propagating the ethos of the borderland, and to building bridges between the peoples of different religions, ethnicities, nationalities, and cultures. It gives an opportunity for youths to take part in many interesting projects and also manage them. As a result of this innovative kind of work are many events like exhibitions, spectacles, concerts, presentations that we can share not only with participants but also citizens, local authorities and especially with our families. 
· The organization organize workshops that involve artists, cultural animators, youths and children. We try to explain them difficult, complicated kind of politic, historical problems in many ways. After that they become so curious that they continue this work themselves. Most of them try to make their own projects, make their own groups of interests, try to find their own favorite background of work. We provide them the space, technical needs, administration support and obviously we try to help them in case of any kind problem.
TARGET

· I used to work with “Sejny cronicles” group. I was thirteen years old when I joined the them. I stayed there six years. My friends were more or less in the same age. We made a lot of projects like “Bosnian triptych” which took place in Bosnia and Herzegovina. We worked in a very special place called Mostar. Magic city where during the war the central place, line between nations, the symbol of peace was destructed – the old Mostar bridge. With Serbian, Bosnian, Muslim and British youths we tried to reconstruct it. Our work was based on dialogue, peacebuilding, tolerance, religion, history, politics which were the reasons of this conflict. We tried to understand it and not to say whose is the fault. The most difficult thing after the conflict is the lack of confidence between people. We tried to avoid it and build some kind of a new friendship between “children of the war” who actually were the victims. They haven’t got any choice, they were forced to take part in the conflict even if they didn’t want. As a group we also realized many different kind of cultural projects played out with European Program “Youth” especially “Youth in action”. We realized projects like “Bounded with a place”. It was twelve meetings with Polish and Lithuanian artists. We made the same number of paintings that shows the culture of our regions, religion, history which is very fragile because of the war between our nations. We wanted especially to work together without any borders, prejudices. At the end of our project we published some kind of calendar that includes all these pictures, photos, sculptures that we made. It is a thing that we hope will measure only the peacetime. We donated it for a local administration, schools, friends, our families, almost everyone! Another project that we realized was called “Cultural Coffee House”. It was a place open for everyone during the holidays. Youths from our city could stay there watching the movies, having discussions, participating in artist’s meeting, enjoy their free time in more ambitious and creative way. We done also the workshops with the children. They sang with us old chants, we told them stories about our city, we painted together. It was very challenging experience cause we were the teachers! After this project everyone said that Sejny need this kind of place but for whole year. It was a success hearing some kind of words.
