WHAT ARE YOUTH DEMOCRACY PROJECTS?
“Youth Democracy Projects enable young people to learn about democratic processes and become active citizens in their local communities or at European level. They learn to critically analyse political or social issues, and to make their voices heard. The projects allow them to try out ways of influencing the reality they live in and to make the world a better place.” (programme guide 2012)


It can be a project which: 
- promotes the involvement of young people in participatory structures;
- develops the dialogue between public authorities and a group of young people;
- facilitates the dialogue between public authorities and young people who are not members of organizations;
- creates structures or strategies for bringing young people closer to political decision-making;
- identifies and overcomes obstacles to the participation of young people in democratic life.

WHY A BOOKLET FOR YOUTH DEMOCRACY PROJECTS?
Since the start of the Youth in Action Programme in 2007, the Resource Centre has contributed to the support the development of Action 1.3 Youth Democracy project through a series of seminars, training courses, publication of project examples and a partner finding database, etc.

More particularly in 2008, the Resource Centre had the opportunity to design and develop a network training course called Get Involved which has, since then, run each year with the support of sending and hosting national Agencies. In a nutshell, this module is aimed at enabling partnerships between youth groups/organisations and/or publics bodies to develop and realise quality Action 1.3 projects after the course. · Drafting sections and chapters of the booklet from the material collected and in line with the above table of contents 

· Submission of the booklet draft for discussion in accordance with an established timetable (60 pages; A5 format)

· Editing of the final draft (e.g. making cross references within the booklet and to external sources, making the text flow, coherent style and structure throughout the booklet,…)

· Delivery of final text for layout

SALTO Participation reserves the right to amend the final text submitted by the author. The author agrees with the booklet being freely available online.

Timeframe - The publication is planned for autumn 2012; therefore the application should be submitted to the editor by 4 May 2012.
Author Fee – The applicant selected will be offered 1500€ for the work described above (tasks & duties of trainer).
