The main phases of the video making process:

Planning:

Theme selection

What we want to communicate through the video

Decision about “output” product (a film, a documentary, a journalist work, etc..)

Audience: (To whom the video is addressed?)

Target group (Who do we want to involved)

Designing

Creating a Story

Designing the storyboard (the flow of images)

Defining what kind of images we need

Checking resources

Human (Who do we need? With which role?)

Hardware and equipment (Cameras, computers, microphones, tripods, lights etc..)

Software for editing

Filming

Where to film?

Which permission do we need?

Do we need to build scenes?

Image selection:

Watching images

Tagging 

What do we need of the material we have filmed?

Capturing

Io is the process to acquire images on the computer

Editing

It is the process to handle the images through cutting and pasting them

What music do you want to have?

Do we need to add dialogue? And Titles and subtitles?

Exporting

Is the process to make “visible” our project to the audience, through choosing the support (DVD, Tape, etc..)

What is important when you want to film?
· Use a tripod (stativ) or film with a calm hand
· Use microphone and headphones

· Use less zoom; zoom only on purpose 

· Film on eye-level 

· Making a pan: horizontal or vertical

· wait 5 seconds – make pan – wait 5 seconds

· Attention with the backlight – sun always in your back

· Cadrage: 
when you switch from one sequence to another, it’s better leave the next shot out  
· Close-up - Close-shot - Medium-shot - Full-shot
· Always place your cameras within 180°

· Proportion of a frame
