Julio happened to be part of the Youth exchange at the age of 15 having NO idea that this great week in Germany was possible thanks to the Youth programme. Enjoying the cosiness inside of his group of Spanish youngsters (who were just 2 years older than him) interested in photo art as him, he found out other techniques used by the German youngsters during that week exchange in Munich.

Than 2 years later he was tempted to do another exchange and he challenged himself to organise it in Spain apart from inviting his German friends he also got a contact for Estonian people creating video-clips at their youth club in Tallin. So he invited this group to his home town Segovia as well and they had another wonderful time - all 3 groups together. Julios organisation was official hosting the exchange but Julio was the main organiser trying out that to arrange a good time to 3 groups of people means a lot of work for 1 organisers and 2 group leaders. But it was worth it!

1 year later  -with gained self confidence Julio took a chance to do 8 months EVS in Luxembourg, not only to practice his German and continue in photo making, but to be involved in a project where an art therapy had important role in work with Ex-drug addicted youngsters. Learning a lot in this community centre in Luxemburg he came back home to Segovia and made his future capital about running photography workshops for young delinquents.

He started to work as free lance photographer later and as apart time job he run the workshops in the Youth centre. But he felt he could do more things with a international “taste”, what he was missing was a kind of training where he can learn tips and tricks how he go on and also do things together with people from other countries.

So he looked up on the web page of Spanish National Agency of the Youth programme and applied for SALTO-BE for Training course–Youth initiatives.
