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What is seminar about?
The seminar "Creative Inclusion" takes place in Sumy (Ukraine).  The event will empower youth workers and youth leaders through sharing tools and practices of inclusion of youth from deprived urban areas. The accent is made on the creative arts methods which the participants of the seminar are ready to share with each other.  Everybody will have a chance to visit different creative workshops organized by the participants and bring their experience to their youth. The participants of the seminar: 33 youth workers and youth leaders from 11 countries (UA, EE, MD, PL, AM, GE, AZ, DE, CZ, LT, TR) who work with youth from deprived urban areas, ready to share their practices and develop new ideas for inclusion of young people.
Objectives:

· provide space and time for sharing best practices on using creative arts methods for inclusion of youth from deprived urban areas; share the realities of work with youth form deprived urban areas in our communities; 
· learn how to use new methods of creative arts through practicing them;
· identify best approaches of work with youth from deprived urban areas in our communities;
· set cooperation between the participating organizations.  
During 7 days we will share our realities and experiences of working with youth from deprived urban areas, share tools, methods and approaches which we use working with youth; visit different local organizations which work with youth with disadvantages; develop joined ideas for cooperation aimed at inclusion of young people from deprived urban areas.
Methodology: 

The methods will be based on the non-formal learning, experiential learning (fair of good practices, streaming groups, youth workers cafe, project coffee shop, melting pot of ideas, case studies, LSD, Walt Disney Project Circle, youth pass journey, networking activities, integrational activities, getting-to-know each other activities, ice-breakers, energizers, presentations, study visits, etc.). The applicant, CEI, will host the seminar.

What to bring with you:

If you come by plane, please be sure to bring evidence of the sum actually paid (invoice, copy of credit card slip and boarding pass, Electronic tickets will only be considered as acceptable on proof of payment (invoice) and on presentation of the boarding pass for the outward journey). Please keep in mind the travel rules of the Youth in Action programme. If you come by train, please do not forget to buy a return ticket.

· Your or your organisation’s bank account details (address of the bank, IBAN number) for the reimbursement of your travel expenses if you wish your travel to be reimbursed by bank transfer.

· “Standard training equipment”: An alarm clock, any dictionaries you might require, music CDs and MP3, musical instruments, comfortable clothes, etc.

· Music, snacks and drinks for informal evenings

Currency in Ukraine:
The national currency in Ukraine is Ukrainian Hryvnia. Euros and US dollars can easily be exchanged across Ukraine.

The type of the plugs in Ukraine is European. Make sure that you have adaptors for your electrical devises. 

Crossing the border and identification in Ukraine:

Bad news – Ukraine is not in the EU yet, please, bring your passports! Good news - for participants from all participating countries is visa-free.

How to get to Ukraine:

1. You can check the flights to Ukraine. There several international airports. The closest one to Sumy:

· International Airports in Kiev: Boryspil (http://kbp.aero/en/), Zhulyany (http://airport.kiev.ua/en/) 

· You can also check flights to Kharkiv (http://hrk.aero/en/) 
2. You can also check the trains.

As soon as you will decide how you will come to Ukraine (means, city, time) we will help you to arrange you trip to Sumy.  
From Kiev to Sumy 5 hours trip by bus, from Kharkiv to Sumy 3 hours trip.
Travel Costs:

The organisers will reimburse 70% of participants' travel costs from your home city to Sumy, Ukraine.

Reimbursement of travel costs will only be done upon presentation of all (including return) original tickets, receipt/invoices and boarding passes and later sending of the return documents and boarding passes. 

Please, keep the boarding tags from your airport check in as well. Reimbursement will be done in EURO, regardless of the currency indicated on your ticket and receipt/invoice according to the currency exchange rate on the day of reimbursement. 

!! Note: Please note that the minibuses from Kyiv to Sumy and back will be provided by the organizers, you will be charged for 30% of the travel cost Sumy- Kyiv -Sumy. Kyiv -Sumy- Kyiv route will not cost more than 25 EUR (return). 

!!! Note: Please check the travel budget limits below. If your travel costs exceed the amount budgeted in the project, we will be able to reimburse you 70% of the travel costs indicated in the travel budget.
