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The Short Study Visit on "Youth Work in Russia" was the second event from the series of presentations on youth work in Eastern Europe and Caucasus countries.

Aims:

This SSV focused especially on the aspects of non-formal education development and wanted to encourage potential partners to set up projects and future co-operation. During the Short Study Visit, participants visited youth organisations with different background and had meetings with local authorities responsible for youth matters.

Date and Venue:

The Short Study Visit "Youth Work in Russia" took place during 16-21 November, 2004 in the North-West Part of Russian Federation (St-Petersburg and Leningrad region).

Objectives:

· To get to know a wide range of Russian organisations working with young people on different levels

· To introduce working methods of organisations with different backgrounds

· To get to know organisations from different parts of Europe

· To build new partnerships between Programmeme countries and Russian partners

· To create an atmosphere of common understanding between people representing different cultures, working styles, etc.

· To present profiles and experience of participating organisations

· To promote Eastern Europe and Caucasus region among partners from Programmeme countries

· To Present cultural diversity in the region

There was a place for 16 youth workers from the YOUTH Programme countries and 9 National Agencies’ officers.

Tomasz Bratek: presentation of the SALTO-YOUTH EECA RC and YOUTH programmeme with a special focus on conditions and rules for participation of partner countries from Eastern Europe and Caucasus Region and application procedure.
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Aleksey Petrov, Department on International co-operation of the Committee: presentation of youth policy within the Russian Federation, St. Petersburg and Leningrad region, followed by a panel discussion on the realities and perspectives of youth policy in Russia.

Committee on youth policy and cooperation with NGOs carry out interaction with public organizations and associations in the territory of St. Petersburg, as well as co-ordination of activities of other executive bodies of St. Petersburg state authorities in this sphere. The Committee on Youth Policy is an executive body of the Government. Its activities are guided by the Russian Federation Constitution, federal constitutional laws, federal laws, and other legal documents of the Russian Federation, laws of St. Petersburg, other statutory acts of the city, decisions and orders of the city Governor, governmental orders of St. Petersburg, as well as Committee Regulations.

Among the partners of the Committee are professional unions (1505 professional unions covering all industries, sphere of services and educational institutions in St.  Petersburg), political parties (43 regional branches of various all-Russian political parties), veteran, youth and children organisations (more than 300 organizations), women, cultural educational, creative and information organizations, public charity funds (740).
The Committee gathers, generates and analyses information about activities of public associations in St. Petersburg, and also develops a data bank of public associations, which carry out their activity in the city, and necessary data base of laws and norms of interaction with public associations.
Main directions of its activity are:
· Co-ordination of activities of the executive bodies of state authority of St. Petersburg in the field of the youth policy. Development of the projects of the target programmes.

· Support for talented, scientific, students and creative youth.

· Assistance to the creation and functioning of organizations, which’s activity is directed on solving of youth problems. Development of the St. Petersburg Register of youth and children's public associations and non governmental organizations using state support of St. Petersburg.

· Realization of measures on the organization of temporary and constant employment of youth, participation in the realization of measures on organization of the rest of the children, teenagers and youth.

· Participation in the realization of measures for creating conditions for legal protection and social adaptation of youth, prevention of infringement and drug abuse among the young people.

· Co-ordination of activities and support for youth centres and clubs.

· Development of the international and interregional co-operation in the field of youth policy.

· Assistance in the development of leisure activities for youth.

· Development of main directions of activity in the field of patriotic education of youth.

Target group: young people of 18 – 30 years old, as well as children from 8 years old.


Support of youth public associations is one of main directions of the activity of the Committee. This work is carried out according to the Law of St. Petersburg "About youth and youth policy of St. Petersburg":
· The city’s Register of youth and children's public associations and non-governmental organizations using state support of St. Petersburg is annually formed.
· Competition for grants from the city for public associations which allows to reveal and to support the most interesting projects held annually.
· A Programme of courses for the improvement of qualifications with the topic "State and municipal management" for representatives of public associations of St. Petersburg is organized on the basis of Northwest Academy of the State Service. Main goal of the programme is preparation of a personnel reserve.
· Committee organizes a programme of training for representatives of public associations in the executive bodies of the State authority of St. Petersburg.
· Traditional Meetings of the Active of youth public associations of St. Petersburg are held regularly.
· A Programme of search and support of leaders and chiefs of youth public associations in St. Petersburg. This is a regional stage of an All-Russian competition of the leaders and chiefs of youth and children's public associations "Leader of the XXI century".
· Exhibitions of youth initiatives in St. Petersburg are organized.
· Sports tournaments with teams of youth public associations are carried out.
· There is a Student's Council, which is functioning under the Governor of the city. Its main task – strengthening of self-management functions in high schools. 
· There is a Regional association "St. Petersburg Round Table of Youth and Children's Associations". 
· Handbook of youth public associations is issued.

Commitment to social activism, representation of the interests of disadvantaged social groups, and independent media are essential components of the new democracy in Russia. Therefore, through these actions for democracy, the German-Russian Exchange (GRE) and its co-operating offices in St. Petersburg, Volgograd, Novosibirsk, and Perm support citizens' initiatives, human rights organisations and non-governmental social organisations. The GRE offers continuing education and exchange programmes and facilitates the search for contacts with Western partners.

· The main goal of the GRE is to promote the process of developing of a civil society and democratization in the Russian Federation through co-operation between the Western European and Russian organizations. With this purpose the group of Berlin experts on Eastern Europe created in 1992 the public organization "German-Russian exchange". The headquarters of GRE are situated in Berlin and carry out the co-ordination of activities of the centre in St. Petersburg.
· GRE supports non-commercial and non-governmental organizations, civil initiatives in Russian regions. One of the main tasks of the GRE is its acquaintance of Western European public with the multiplane reality of today's Russia, informing western organizations and Mass-media about democratic undertakings and civil activities in the Russian Federation. 
· GRE promotes mutual understanding in Eastern and Western Europe by organizing debate meetings, exchanges of journalists and experts in the field of social work. Department of translations under the regional public organization "German-Russian Exchange" is a unique bureau for translations in Russia which offers translational services for non-commercial and non-governmental organizations free of charge. The department of translations is financed by the European Union within the framework of the programme “European Initiative for Democracy and Human Rights”. 
· NGO Support Centres:
Support Centres for non-profit, non-governmental organisations (NGOs) in St. Petersburg, Volgograd, Novosibirsk, and Perm offer consultation, information, continuing education and contacts to active initiative groups. They promote community service initiatives and the development of local self-government.

· The work of GRE is supported by:

· Youth Exchange Projects for specialists and “multipliers” establishing long-lasting contacts among projects for young people in Russia, Germany, and France. So far, more than 250 youth workers from Russia, Germany and other Western European countries have taken part in these programmes. St. Petersburg is the biggest organisation which works with the EVS programme.

Since 1994 the Deutsch-Russischer Austausch e.V. (DRA) – German-Russian Exchange (GRE) – has been sending young German volunteers to work in Russian non-governmental organisations (NGOs). Since 1998, with the help of the EU programme “European Voluntary Service”, the GRE was able to open its volunteer programme to volunteers from other Western European countries. In co-operation with partnership network of various European voluntary agencies, more that 250 young Europeans from Germany, Austria, Great Britain, France, Finland, Italy and Spain have been able to do voluntary work in Russian NGOs.

Requirements:

The applicants for voluntary work in Russia should have an interest in social work, environmental protection or human rights; in addition, they should have basic knowledge of Russian. Depending on the host organisation, the required level of skills in Russia varies, as well as the type of specialized knowledge or experience required. As a rule, there is no age limit, neither is the applicant required to have completed a specific kind of professional training or academic degree.

Internship positions:

The GRE co-operates with Russian organisations in these areas: St. Petersburg / north-western  region; Volgograd; Novosibirsk / Novosibirsk region; Irkutsk; Perm / Ural region and Moscow. In individual cases it is also possible to arrange internships in other cities. The volunteers work in NGOs that are active in fields such as social work, environmental protection, human rights, consultation and extracurricular education. Typical areas of activity are: translating and teaching the native language, assistance in organising seminars and exchange projects, searching for Western partners and sponsors in the West, practical social work (with children and youth, elderly people, people with disabilities, refugees).

Duration of internships:


As a rule an internship lasts 6 months, or in exceptional cases, 3 or 12 months. These placements are supervised by close contact with the GRE office or local partner offices and undergo a joint evaluation at the end. In the case of EU or foundation-sponsored programmes, the placements are also accompanied by orientation seminars and evaluation seminars. Volunteer placements within the framework of a sponsored programme are arranged according to specific deadlines, which are announced on the GRE home page. Self-financed internship positions can also be organized independently of these deadlines.

Costs:

When volunteer placements in Russia are arranged, the following costs are involved:

· Fees for invitation, vise, and registration

· Travel costs

· Room and board, maintenance costs

· Administrative and supervision cost (organisation of the volunteer position, supervision and assistance in case of problems in the work place, and if necessary, arrangements for a different position, regular evaluation meetings)

· Health insurance for the duration of the internship

Since the GRE can not offer any institutional financial aid, it can offer placement and the aforementioned services free of charge only within the framework of grant support provided by a volunteer programme. If all the places for these so-called “programme positions” have been filled, a volunteer placement can be arranges which is self-financed by the volunteer. The processing fees in this case come to €110, in addition to visa, travel, and maintenance costs.

Application:

For processing an application the GRE needs:

· An application letter

· A CV in tabular form

· A completed questionnaire, which we will send on request, or which can be printed out from our web-site. 

These papers must be completes in German (or English) and in Russian, and sent to the GRE at least 3 months before the volunteer placement is to begin. After the application papers have been received by post, fax, or e-mail, an in-person interview, or in exceptional cases, a telephone interview will be arranged.

Palace of Creativity for Youth – Anichkov Palace – is the largest institution of non-formal education in Europe. There are more than 1,000 employees, among them about 600 pedagogical workers; 20-25% of teachers are former pupils of the Palace. About 16,000 young people are involved in its activities, and more than 110 youngsters study in the Anichkov Lyceum.
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Its history goes back to 1937 when it was given to the children of St. Petersburg. And on February 12, the Leningrad Palace of pioneers was opened. Famous Russian scientists, academicians, artists, composers, poets, sportsmen were invited as teachers and leaders. In 1986 a Concert complex was constructed on the territory of Anichkov Palace. In 1990 it was transformed into the city’s Palace of creativity of young people – state educational institution.
A range of offered directions covers practically all spheres of activity of people in science, arts and sports. More than 900 clubs give the opportunity to develop creative abilities of each child. Highly professional experts of the Palace, vigorous, creative teachers, work in close contact to the scientific and cultural public of St. Petersburg. It allows the creation of a unique educational environment, favourable to the development of each child and teenager.

The well-balanced system of training, is being improved constantly, allowing school children to be engaged in preferable types of activity from the first till the eleventh year of their school education. For the most talented senior school children an educational institution "Anichkov Lyceum" was created.

The Palace of Creativity for Youth is financed by the St. Petersburg Administration. It gives the opportunity for 80% of young people to participate in its activities and clubs free of charge. The target group is young people aged between 4 and 18 years old. Children are selected on the basis of their motivation and abilities to participate in different kinds of [image: image13.jpg]SALTO-YOUTH
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activities (sports, dancing, and tourism). 


Another goal of the organisation is to prepare school children  for University, give them useful knowledge both for their every-day life and professional activities: writing science articles, making presentations, performances etc. Though the organisation is not recognized at a State level (they can not issue any official certificates), the universities of St. Petersburg and Leningrad region know of their educational activities. Many former pupils of the Palace now live, study and work in other countries all over the world. 

Among the annual events of the Palace are the city’s sports competitions, Olympiads, performances of children’s creative collectives in which more than 35,000 school children take part; numerous theatre performances for children and young people including New Year Holidays, a Week of children’s book, concerts and exhibitions in which more than 13,000 school children of St. Petersburg and Leningrad region take part.

There is a modern computer base. Largest intellectual competitions and forums in the field of computer technologies in St  Petersburg, held here. As a result of many years of work developed a unique search system and non-formal education of talented young people in the field of exact sciences – mathematics, physics and computer science.

There are 9 thematic Departments in the organization, and each of them has several directions of activities: Department of Biology, Department of Tourism and Local History, Department of Science, Department of “Club’s and game forms”, Two Sports Departments, Engineering Department, Arts Department and the Theatre-Concert Complex “Karnaval”.

The Anichkov Palace is one of the biggest organizational methodical centres. More than 2,000 pedagogical workers of supplementary education from St. Petersburg pass through the system of methodical associations and courses for qualification improvement annually. They established a City Centre for Development of Non-formal Education – a structural division of the state educational institution "St. Petersburg Palace of Creativity for Youth", and also a big scientific-methodical centre of a system of supplementary education of children of St. Petersburg

The St. Petersburg Palace of Creativity for Youth actively participates in different international events: exhibitions, movements, competitions etc. The Palace is a member of the European Association of Institutions of Leisure Time for Children and Youth founded in 1991. The European Association is an international voluntary society and is opened to all institutions of leisure time for children and young people, non dependant of their political, religious and or another orientation if they support its goals.

Among its goals the Association sees the promotion of healthy, all-round development of children and youth by creation, support and co-ordination of programmes on leisure time activities during important and crisis periods of their life and education process. Association stimulates, develops, and organizes direct, bilateral and multilateral contacts between children and young people during summer as well as other vacations, supporting other forms of co-operation. The association also organizes and promotes bilateral and multilateral meetings of professionals and volunteers who work with children and youngsters. It develops information, educational and research activity on issues which the establishments of leisure time for children and youth are engaged. 
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Members of the Association are Centres which work with children and youth from France, Italy, Germany, Netherlands, Czech Republic, Yugoslavia, Poland, Portugal and some other European countries. A number of out-of-school institutions from the former Soviet Union – Belarus, Ukraine, Moldavia etc. – joined the Association as well. Russia is presented in the Association by St. Petersburg’s City Palace of Creativity for Youth, Moscow City Palace of Creativity for Children and Youth and a number of other institutions of non-formal education. The executive body of the Association is situated in Prague. In 1999 it included 36 organizations from 17 countries.

Regional Association “Roundtable of youth and children NGOs of St. Petersburg” was established in 1993 to support active participation for youth and children NGOs of St. Petersburg in society and the involvement of the society in youth issues. The Roundtable is a co-ordinated and information body currently including more than 50 organisations of different fields – sports, leisure activities, ecological, international, scouts, etc. Only legal persons can be members of the Association. It has been an NGO member of the National Youth Council of Russia. Since 1996 the Roundtable joined the Baltic Youth Forum. The Organisation is getting the support from the Committee on Youth Policy and Cooperation with Youth NGOs of the Administration of St. Petersburg.

Structure of the Roundtable:

There are 10 Board members responsible for each field of work,. Information is spread by e-mails, personal meetings, telephone calls and General Meetings. General Meetings are held once a month. Board meetings are held twice a month before and after General Meetings. The General Assembly meets once every two years.

Fields of work: 

· Spreading of information related to youth and children NGO’s concern.

The General Assembly of member NGOs is held monthly to discuss the urgent issues, documents and events in youth work in St. Petersburg and other regions of Russia and the  Federation. The General Assembly gives opportunity to discuss youth issues, get latest news and develop projects, as well as plan youth actions. Representatives from the Legislative Assembly, the Government of St. Petersburg, the Federation of Trade Unions, local authorities and other NGOs – non-members of the Association – are usually invited to take part in working meetings of the Roundtable.

A Reference Book of children and youth NGOs is issued and spread among all interested organisations. Roundtable takes part in different exhibitions to promote youth work and present the work of member NGOs.

· Work in the field of legislative initiatives and co-operation with public and local authorities.

An Agreement of the children and youth NGOs of St. Petersburg included in the Association and the Government of St. Petersburg was developed. Fruitful relations are maintained between the Association and the Legislative Assembly of St. Petersburg, the Committee on Youth Policy and Co-operation with NGOs of St. Petersburg, the NGOs Development Centre, National Youth Council of Russia and Representative Office of the President of Russian Federation in St. Petersburg. Heads of member organisations work in Public Chamber under the plenipotentiary of the President of Russian Federation in the North-Western Federal Region. Members of the Council of the Roundtable are in the coordinating Council on the cooperation with children and youth organisations under the Ministry of Educations of Russian Federation.
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Two representatives of the Roundtable are members of the Board of the NYCR.

· Methodological support and training of representatives of member organisations.

A Library on youth work issues and methodical literature is being formed. Seminars and conferences for member NGOs on different topics are being organized.

· Work on regional and international level.

A Festival of youth and children NGOs’ initiatives in the North-Western Region is held annually. There is assistance being provided in establishing contacts with all-Russian, interregional organisations of the regions of Russia and foreign and international organisations. A Club of International Secretaries from member organisations is run for a better exchange of information. All member if the Association have the opportunity to send their candidates to participate in international seminars, training courses held by the Directorate of youth and sport of the Council of Europe, European Youth  Forum and NYCR.

State Educational Institution “Psychological-Pedagogical Medical-Social Centre” was founded in 1992 as a centre for education, adaptation, personal and psycho-emotional co-ordination of children from 3 – 14 years old and young people 15 – 18 years old. Among the clients of the Centre are teachers, parents and young people themselves who need social, pedagogical, psychological or medical support. Young people are offered both intensive courses and long-term supervision.

Centre provides psychological consultation on the following problems:

· Education

· Contacts

· Family

· Professional orientation

· Disabilities

· Communication

· Common fears

· Violence

· Drug abuse prevention

Specialists of high qualification work in the Centre: psychologists, social teachers, defectologists, and logopeds.
