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Volunteering and Euro-Mediterranean Voluntary Service are very important topics in the EuroMed area. 

In fact, volunteering and EVS are seen as a core aspect of civic participation and democracy putting values 

such as solidarity and non-discrimination into action and contributing to the development of societies. 

This study aims to present the perceptions and realities of Volunteering and EVS within EuroMed area and 

provide social workers, youth leaders, trainers and responsible of project elements for better understand

the current situation in the different countries.
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
