Youth (vs) with seniors

SIMC, Mladinski EPI center Piran je od 29. julija do
S. avgusta 2018 organiziral mednarodno
mladinsko izmenjavo z naslovom “Youth (vs) with
seniors”. Namen projekta je bil spodbujati
medgeneracijsko  sodelovanje in  razbijanje
stereotipov, ki jih imajo mladi o starejsih oz
starejsi o mladih.

Gostili smo 36 mladih in mladinskih voditeljev iz 5
drzav (Slovenija, Hrvaska, Sponijo, Portugalskaq,
Severna Irska). Na podlagi sodelovanja z
razlicnimi lokalnimi organizacijomi so mladi
oblikovali medgeneracijski dogodek za lokalno
skupnost, ki je potekal v parku Sonce v Luciji.

Projekt je organizirala skupina mladih, aktivnih v
mladinskem centru, sofinanciral pa program
Evropske unije Erasmus +.

Youth (vs) with seniors

The project “Youth (vs) with seniors® brought
together 36 young people (aged 16 to 19) and
youth leaders from S countries (Slovenia, Croatia,
Spain, Portugal and Northern Ireland) to
exchange ideas and best practices in order to
prepare a public intergenerational event
including several local organisations and
associations.

The project was organised by a group of young
people active in SIMC, Mladinski EPI center Piran
(youth center) and supported by the Erasmus +
programme.

Checklist - how to plan an (intergenerational) event

In our local environment there are mostly seniors and young people, and less of the middle generation.
There is not much connection and solidarity between the two generations. A number of stereotypes of
the elderly about young people which are usually not positive and vice versa are causing intolerance

and misunderstanding.

Together with participants from S different countries and elderly people from the local community we
wanted to share and exchange ideas and best practice examples, create more activities for both age
groups and organise an event that would become a tradition and would encourage young people and
elderly to understand each other and connect.
