During World War II, people in all the countries under national socialist power found the courage to hide Jews from their pursuers, and frequently saved their life. After the war, many of these people were named “Righteous Among the Nations” by the Israeli government. A “Garden of the Righteous” in Yad Vashem remembers their deeds.

What kind of people were they? How did they differ from the majority of their fellow men, who remained silent during the pursue and extermination of the European Jews? How can we use their biographies to bring young German, Polish and Israeli people into constructive dialogue between each other?

These questions will take a central place in this project. During a fifteen day meeting, which will take place partly in Berlin and partly in Wrocław, young people interested in common Polish – German – Israeli history and civic education will comprehensively investigate the phenomenon of the rescuing of Jewish people.

For this, they will first work on the biographies of rescuers and saved Jews. This will be done both through interviews with survivors, and visiting historical places. The second part will mainly consist of workshops on civic education, and preparation of a final presentation that participants will work out together. Young people will have a chance to create a radio report, photo exhibition and a theatre play. The common work will gather experiences and knowledge gained during the project and its outcome will be presented in the synagogue in Wroclaw.
