The training course is open to youth leaders of organisations from Italy, Spain, France, Germany, Czech Republic, Bulgaria, Sweden, Lithuania and Estonia.
An internationally experienced team of trainers will develop, run and monitor the programme of the activity. 

Venue: Lucca  in Tuscany (Italy). The place is 60km from Florence.

NOTE: The training course will be carried out in English language!!! Therefore all participants should be able to fully participate in English!

SELECTION CRITERIA FOR PARTICIPANTS 
The profile of participants is of youth leaders and youth workers, already experienced in non-formal education, actively involved in the youth field but not necessary dealing with diversity and inclusion issues; Participants should be ready for an intercultural experience and interested in developing strategies and projects around youth participation, intercultural learning and act as multiplier agents in their region or/and internationally.

The participants from organisations involved in Youth activities with Minorities, Immigrants and/or representing ethnic-minority communities are especially welcome to apply.   

Participants will be selected by the preparatory team according to their Application form (find it attached at the end of this call). A final list of participants and a waiting list for replacements will be elaborated by the team.

The total number of participants will be 25: from Estonia (2), Bulgaria (3), Lithuania (2), Czech Republic (3), Germany (3), Sweden (2), Spain (3), Italy (4), and France (3).
For the selection of the participants, the following criteria will be taken into account:

· Participants will range from 20 to 30 years of age (some exceptions can be done); 

· A geographical balance will be sought (rural areas, cities, capitals);

· A gender balance (in each country group) should also be sought;

· Participants should be from a diversity of organisations (not more than 2 participants from the same organisation); 

· Participants should be ready and willing to undertake a training process;

· Participants should be prepared to work in English language and be willing to present all the duration of the Training Course;

· One of the most important selection criteria will be each applicant’s motivation.

Financial and practical conditions of participation 

· Travel expenses

The 70 % of travel expenses of the maximum set up in the table below will be reimbursed on presentation of the relevant receipts. Only the participants who attend the entire training course can be reimbursed. 

The payment will be made at the end of the course in cash (in Euro).
