Expert Meeting

from 11 to 14 of September 2006 in Bonn, Germany

Why an expert meeting?
In the framework of the YOUTH programme several gender trainings, short study visits, seminars etc. have been taken place over the past years. Some were coordinated and organised by NA’s, others were implemented by organizations as support measures within action 5.

Approaches which involve gender issues in youth work show a big variety throughout Europe. Practical implementation and theoretical discourses have been discussed controversially among youth workers.

Our interest is now to exchange about and learn from the experiences in the past activities that included gender issues in different ways and actions. 

Since the start of the new programme YOUTH IN ACTION (2007 to 2013) is foreseen for next year, we would furthermore like to look ahead and develop a common strategy on how to implement gender issues within YOUTH IN ACTION.

The European Year of Equal Opportunities for All - Towards a Just Society in 2007 could be an additional challenge for the expert meeting to involve gender issues as well in this context.

Aims and Objectives:

As a result of the expert meeting we would like to achieve an overview about gender related work in Europe by

· exchanging experiences on a practical and personal basis

· communicating about the differences and similarities of gender related concepts of youth work in Europe, taking into account the impact of national or regional policies

· contributing to a network building regarding gender related youth (in action) work 

Inputs from experts in the field of gender studies will give the possibility to connect the practical experience with different aspects of the actual discourse and to develop perspectives beyond the common boarders of gender discussions. 

We would also like to agree on a common strategy focused on gender related work within YOUTH IN ACTION 
· On a practical level

· On a political level

· On follow up activities

Methodology of the meeting

Working methods will be the exchange of experiences and information. Participants shall present a project (if possible a YOUTH project) which will be taken as a basis for exchanging experiences, discussions, reflections and best practise. Invited experts on gender related issues will give inputs on theories linked to youth work and participants will get further knowledge. Discussions with experts, in plenary and thematic working groups will lead to gender related point of view in youth work (e.g. socialization, education, gender and intercultural learning)

Profile of the participants:

Active trainers, youth workers, experts and youngsters, volunteers who are experienced in gender related youth work, who have run gender related youth projects.

Language:

The working language of this meeting will be English.
