The Forum of European Journalism Students–Macedonia (FEJS Macedonia) is organizing the regional training course “BE FINE ON LINE” for journalism students/young journalists from 7 Balkan countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia,  Serbia, Montenegro and Macedonia)

Project engages 20 young journalists and students of journalism from 7 South-East-European countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Macedonia, Montenegro and Serbia (including Kosovo)) in an intercultural ‘on-line’ communication with mail aim to train the participants in online journalism with focus on cultural diversity. The participants will learn how to write stories for online media in order to raise the cultural self awareness.   

The final product of the training will be a web page with all the written stories, assembled into e-newsletters which will be accessible to the public in a period of one year.
The project is consisted of the following activities:

1) Online journalism training “Be Fine On-Line”  

The meeting (5 working days) will take place in Skopje, Macedonia and will involve all the project participants, as well as the project staff. 

Things which would be arranged:

- introducing the project to the participants – aims, objectives, action plan, their individual duties; overall expectations;

- targeted workshop - 'on-line' techniques and methods, as well as the model of work during the project will be presented to participants, since it is imagined that the individual/on-line part of work is very important in this project;

- ideas on how should website look like;

- website creating (technical solutions for website).

2) Online-journalism classes

During the meeting participants will have 5 days classes for online and investigative journalism. They should investigate; prepare their articles, interviews and features for e-newsletters. During the course participants will be familiarize on how to include the multimedia, photography and processing tools as a very important part in writing for online magazine/newspaper.

3) One-line newsroom and web page

Trainers for online journalism who will conduct the classes will work around strengthening the overall ability and comfort ability of young journalists (participants) in using on-line work methods, both individually and collectively via all the features of the website such as on-line forums, chat rooms, conferences, etc. The idea is to be able to use the website constructively and effectively, as a virtual newsroom. Work would be constantly monitored by trainers/experts via this medium, maximizing on the interactive nature of the initiative; the participants will collaborate, exchange ideas, concerns and feedbacks.

The selected participants will have to send their own written articles with examples from their countries on topics covering cultural diversity.*
*These stories will be used as a starting point for this training, where trainers will discuss on, how participants should improve their writing skills, give them directions for better coverage for the upcoming tasks and how to adapt their stories for online media.*
Profile of Participants:

· Journalism students or young journalists who are working in the media and covering cultural diversity issues OR

· Youth leaders active within youth organizations and associations with intention to write stories on cultural diversity;
· Aged between 18-30
· Minimum of 2 participants per country (Albania, Bulgaria, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Montenegro, Serbia (including Kosovo), Macedonia);

· Fluent in English (spoken/written), this will be the working language of the seminar.

Travel, board and lodging: 

Travel:

The travel cost will be reimbursed up to 65% of the travel tickets (on the basis of the cheapest means of transport upon presentation of the original tickets.) Only the participants who attend the entire training course can be reimbursed. The payment will be made at the end of the course in cash (in Euros).

Accommodation:
Board and lodging will be provided and paid for by FEJS Macedonia. The participants will be accommodating in two bed rooms with bathroom.
