CONTEXT





In South East Europe, young people are under many pressures from the ethnic and cultural tensions arising in the communities they live in. Numerous Human Rights abuses and Discrimination actions are generated by cultural differences. 





According to Council of Europe’s priorities in 2008, Intercultural Dialogue is one of the most important concepts to be used in the youth sector. In this respect, the INTERcultural Dialogue in MULTIcultural Communities Training is planned to be a practical approach on Intercultural Dialogue by using the experience and know-how in the field of human rights and intercultural education developed during the projects implemented in 2006 and 2007. 





The effects of the “All different – All equal” campaign are expected to have a long term impact. In order to achieve its purpose the Campaign must have a follow-up. According to the long-term programme of our organisation, the “INTERcultural Dialogue in MULTIcultural Communities” Training is designed as a follow-up project of the other activities developed with the financial help of the European Youth Foundation.

The training will focus on different methods using non-formal education in working with key concepts.


Also, the methodological approach of the training will focus on team work and learning by experience working methods.


The participants will have the chance to experience different situations (out-door activities, simulation games, working in teams, workshops, role plays, round table etc.)
