How to get there:

Cars departing from the train station Lille Europe will leave Lille on Monday 23rd June 2008 at 13:00 and 14:00 to bring you to CREPS Wattignies. 

Cars will also take you from CREPS Wattignies back to the train station Lille Europe on Wednesday 25th June 2008 at 15:30.
Estimated travelling time by car between Lille Europe train station and CREPS: 15 minutes.

If you arrive by plane and land in Lille-Lesquin airport you can take the bus connecting every hour the airport and Lille Europe train station. (NB: We are 1 hour train from Paris Charles de Gaulle airport or Brussels airport).
If you arrive by train you can either arrive in Lille Europe train station or Lille Flandres train station. There are only 5 minutes walking between the 2 train stations. You can also take the tube (Line 2 –red- going to “CH Dron Tourcoing” and step out at “Lille Europe” stop).
If you will not take the cars at 13:00 or 14:00 you can go to CREPS Wattignies on your own. 

From Lille Flandres train station (estimated travelling time: 40 minutes)

Take the tube line 1 –yellow- going to “CHR Calmette” and step out at “CHR Calmette” stop. Then take the bus line 13 going to “Seclin – les Euwis” and step out at “Wattignies – Bargues marais” stop. You need 5 minutes more to walk to CREPS.
From Lille Europe train station

Go to Lille Flandres train station by foot or by taking the tube line 2 –red- going to “Saint Philibert Lomme” and step out at “Gare Lille Flandres” stop. Then follow the instructions given above.

From the airport

Take the bus going to Lille Europe train station and follow the instructions given above.

INTRODUCTION
The language used during the EVS contact making seminar will be French. Good knowledge of French would be a plus. However, people fluent in French and English will give language support during the whole seminar, and particularly during the workshops.
Targeted geographical area :
EVS sending, hosting and/or coordinating organisations from the 31 European countries participating to the Youth in Action programme.
Aims :

Meeting partners. Building a relationship based on trust in order to send young people with less opportunities so that people without any special skills can also experience EVS. 
Developping a solid partnership with several organisations. A close cooperation thanks to a reliable network of EVS sending and hosting organisations will lead to better quality for short term EVS. 
Targeted organisations and number of participants : 
Any organisation working with young people and/or on youth information. 
Participants DO NOT NECESSARILY need to have reached the same level of expertise concerning EVS. -You do not have to have an HEI number, but you have to intend to get an HEI number rapidly.- 
Resource people. Youth information centres can invite their partners or represent them.
This seminar will gather 20 participants from 20 different organisations (one participant per organisation). 
Targeted young people :

Young people with less opportunities or without any particular skills.

All the participants divided in « homogene » groups will take part to the 3 workshops rotating over 3 planned periods. The experience of EVS young people and organisations that have already set up or participated to an EVS project would be warmly welcome and encouraged. They would enrich the ideas developed in each workshop. 
- Workshop before an EVS project : Introduction of all the details to think of in order to conceive an EVS project. Participants recounting their experiences will make the ideas more concrete. 
- Workshop during an EVS project : Introduction of all the administrative procedure to supervise a young person participating to an EVS project while abroad. Participants recounting their experiences will make the ideas more concrete.
- Workshop after an EVS project : Introduction of all the administrative procedure to “manage” a young person participating to an EVS project back home. Participants recounting their experiences will make the ideas more concrete.
Each workshop will be coordinated by an organiser. A participant per workshop will act as a reporter to sum up the ideas.
