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The purpose of this workshop is to prepare individual film makers or groups of young people (volunteers, NGO workers etc) for starting out on their first professional (non-ficton) film project. In this workshop we develop ideas and schedule the steps needed in order to arrive at a trailer that can be presented to funders or published online.

During the follow up meeting in about 6 weeks’ time, participants present their work from the reserach phase. These are evaluated with test audiences and a further development plan is laid out to support young people and film makers to continue their work and create a professional non-fiction product.

Purpose: 
To develop your idea for a story you want to tell using audiovisual media
Goals: 

· Find your style of storytelling (imagery, sound, concept)

· Give and get feedback on your story idea(s)
· Practise getting your message across (verbal and non-verbal, audiovisual and written)
· Do practical planning in a creative and resourceful environment, supported by an experienced team made up of a cinema professional, a personal development trainer and volunteers of the organisation

· Prepare the base for a professional documentary production
· Meet and work with people with similar artistic, social or intellectual interests

Requirements: 
· There are formal requirements for participating in this workshop
· Participants from previous Universal “i” Workshops or Trainings will be given priority
· You are expected to arrive with an idea or mental picture of a documentary you want to make. We do not expect more than this, and you are free to interpret this guideline according to your understanding.
Trainer and Facilitation
The trainer of this course is Alberto Coletta (IT), documentarist and media educator. The activities and his work will be supported and facilitated by Miki Ambrozy (HU), personal development trainer and coach.

Course Programme

First Meeting:
The Protagonist

How to present the protagonist. The atmosphere, the country where s/he/it lives. His daily life and passions. A vital mission, an important life goal. The light and dark side of the hero. 

Second Meeting
The Journey

The protagonist’s reaction. The start of the research, the journey. Encounters and obstacles on the road. Discovering the atmosphere and the country of the antagonist. Still the ending seems far away.
Third Meeting
What will happen next?
 The antagonist returns to the protagonist.  The fight, duel, clash.  The protagonist is defeated and damaged.  Somebody helps the protagonist to recover energy and prepare himself. Climax. Second time the protagonist is up against the antagonist. The protagonist re-gains or not his mission that seemed lost at the beginning. Anticlimax. We see the transformation (serenity or experience) of the protagonist in his new atmosphere.

Structure and Timetable of the Working Days

9:30 – 12:30 Theory, discussions, screenings of examples. Learning questions, kick-off.

12:30-13:30 <Lunch Break>
13:30 – 16:00 Practical exercises, shooting out on the stage, practical story development. The purpose is to capture, re-create, draft, paint or represent in any way the essence of the story that you are developing.
16:00- 18:00 The results of the day’s work: video, pictures, storyboards or anything that the participant(s) choose as instrument.

Location

We are negotiating for several workshop locations, participants will be informed by e-mail in due time.

Participation Fee, Accommodation, Travel
This is a non-profit making activity. To be able to cover your participation in the First Workshop, we ask for a contribution of 175 euros. We only provide basic equipment, participants are encouraged to bring along their own tools of the trade (laptop, camera, microphones). 

We offer limited free hosting places for participants from abroad. These will be arranged through the volunteers of the organisation,  maximum up to 4 nights. We have capacity to offer this for the first 5 applicants. This offer is free. We have a cooperation with the Youth Hostel (www.rentrooms-thessaloniki.com) of Thessaloniki, so when booking, mention the organisation and ask for a discount. They have double beds and dorm-style rooms as well.
We do not reimburse travel.
