MAIN IDEA OF THE ACTIVITY:
 “Green leaders – active youth participation vs global environmental and climate change” is 2 year project focus on a theme:  sustainable development – how to reduce our environmental impact in youth organizations everyday management and youth projects management as a tool to combat environmental and climate change. 
The main aim of the project is to gather experience, information and knowledge on sustainability from different stakeholders such as local NGOs, local municipalities and institutions, regional authorities, international organizations and non-organized youth during several activities with an aim to create guidelines on how to reduce the environmental impact in projects lead for and by youth and create events closer to zero environmental impact on globe.
