Necessary information for a successful visa application

This document was written to help you go through a visa application process successfully.

√ Get in touch with the Dutch embassy in your country to find out about the requirements for receiving a visa. Visa procedure can differ from country to country in the list of required documents, visa application fee and the amount of time it takes to receive a visa.

√ Before you start a visa procedure, check the costs of the travel and make sure you can afford it. We had experience in the past when participants get through the visa procedure but then can not come to the training because they find out they can not cover the travel costs. 

√ Make sure you are well aware of the costs associated with a training, such as participation fee, visa application fee and travel expenses, and can afford it.

√ Take care the information you write in an application for the training and in the visa application is the same. 

When you submit your visa application, embassies usually get in touch with us to ask questions about you. For example, if you write to us that you are a social worker but tell the embassy that you work as an IT specialist, the embassy will mostly likely reject your visa application, though it could be that you are indeed a social worker in your free time in addition to your main job as an IT specialist.

√ In some countries you can not book a visa appointment right away. There is a certain amount of  applications an embassy can process a day, so they work on the “first come, first serve” basis. Make sure that the appointment you book will give you enough time to receive a visa before the start of the training.

√  Full and correct visa application package is crucial for a successful visa process. Take care you have all the required documents with you on the day of your appointment.

√  The program of the training has a certain structure and is intense. So if you want to travel around the Netherlands, we advice you to come a few days earlier or book the tickets a few days after the end of the training, as there will not be time to travel during the training. In your visa application you will have to indicate the total number of days you want to stay in the Netherlands and provide the embassy with the proof that you have a place to stay for those days, such as a hostel reservation. You can also stay at the accommodation of the Olde Vechte foundation for extra costs.

√ Your registration is final when you send us a notification that you have received your visa and provide us with the details of your travel, when you are planning to arrive and depart. We have a limited number of places in the training, and there is usually a waiting list of those who would like to join, that's why it is important that you keep us updated about your situation, so in case you can not make it, we can give a chance of participation to somebody else.
