HOW TO GET VISA:

To apply for visa you will need to prepare some documents:


Application form


Photo


Insurance


Invitation letter


Valid passport


Visa fee ( between 35 and 60 euro)





The complete list of necessary documents please also check on the website of the consulate. SFERA Movement will provide you with a visa invitation letter, as soon as you send us your application form and a scanned passport copy.  For participants from the Great Britain and Macedonia we need to apply for the invitation letter to the migration office, so I kindely ask you to apply for the training course as soon as possible.
