UKraine is the world's 44th-largest country and the biggest country in Europe. It is located
in the very heart of Europe (with Europe's geographical center near the town of Rakhiv,
Trans-Carpathian oblast ). It is a state in Eastern Europe bordered by Russia to the north
and east, Belarus to the north-west, Poland and Slovakia to the west, Hungary, Romania
and Moldova to the southwest. The state border extends for a total of 7,590 km. The length
of the Ukraine's Sea Coast is 1,959 km. Ukraine is divided into twenty four regions (oblasts)

and one autonomous republic Krym (Crimea).
The country has many different geographic area types. In the South Ukraine is washed by
the Black Seaand Azov Sea. There areCarpathian Mountains in the West (the highest point
is Mt. Hoverla (2,061 meters) and the Crimean Mountains (the highest point is Roman Kosh
(1,545 meters) in the South of the country on the territory of Crimean peninsula. With all
of this variation Ukraine is rich with natural beauty. Although the capital of the country is
Kyiv, there are many other large cities spread throughout the country such as Odessa, Lviv,
Dniepropetrovsk, Donetsk, Kharkiv, Lugansk,

Kryvyi Rih and others.

Slavsko is currently the most popular Carpathian
ski resort. It attracts tourists so much because of
its low prices and closeness to the big Ukrainian
cities. It is situated about 130 km from Lviv and
it is easy to get there by train. Slavsko is very
conveniently located on the Kiev-Uzhorod rail
road.

Travel costs
