Sluzbena pravila vazeéa na dan 28.2.2022.:

EN:

negativni nalaz PCR testa ili brzog antigenskog testa - BAT na SARS-CoV-2, pri ¢emu BAT test
mora biti sa Zajednicke liste brzih antigenskih testova koje medusobno priznaju drzave ¢lanice
Europske Unije, koju objavljuje Europska komisija. Kod nalaza BAT testa napravljenog u
inozemstvu mora biti vidljiv proizvodac testa i/ili komercijalni naziv testa. U protivhom test se
nece prihvatiti kao vjerodostojan za ulazak u Republiku Hrvatsku. Nalaz PCR testa ne smije biti
stariji od 72 sata, a BAT testa od 24 sata od trenutka testiranja do dolaska na granicni prijelaz;
potvrda ne starija od 270 dana o primitku dvije doze cjepiva koje se koristi u drzavama
¢lanicama EU (Pfizer, Moderna, AstaZeneca, Gamaleya, Sinopharm, Novavax) ili cjepiva za koje
je Svjetska zdravstvena organizacija odobrila za hitnu primjenu (Serum Institut of India —
Covishield, Bharat Biotech — Covaxin, Sinovac — CoronaVac) ako je proslo 14 dana od primitka
druge doze cjepiva ili predocenje potvrde ne starije od 270 dana o primitku jedne doze cjepiva
koje se prima u jednoj dozi (Janssen/Johnson&Johnson) ako je pro$lo 14 dana od primitka te
jedne doze ili predocenje potvrde o primitku booster doze cjepiva;

potvrda o preboljenju COVID-19 i primitku jedne doze cjepiva koje se koristi u drzavama
Clanicama EU (Pfizer, Moderna, AstraZeneca, Gamaleya, Sinopharm, Novavax,
Janssen/Johnson&Johnson) ili cjepiva za koja je Svjetska zdravstvena organizacija odobrila za
hitnu primjenu (Serum Institute of India - Covishield, Bharat Biotech - Covaxin, Sinovac -
CoronaVac) ako je proslo 14 dana od primitka te jedne doze, unutar 8 mjeseci od pocetka
bolesti, s tim da cijepljenje mora biti provedeno prije manje od 270 dana od dolaska na granicni
prijelaz;

pozitivni PCR ili brzi antigenski test, kojim se potvrduje da se vlasnik oporavio od infekcije
virusom SARS-CoV-2, pri ¢emu je taj test napravljen unazad 180 dana, a stariji od 11 dana od
dana dolaska na granicni prijelaz ili uz predocenje lije¢nicke potvrde o preboljenu;

Official rules valid on February 28 2022:

negative PCR test or rapid antigen test - BAT on SARS-CoV-2, where the BAT test must be from
the Common list of rapid antigen tests mutually recognized by the Member States of the
European Union, published by the European Commission. The test manufacturer and / or the
commercial name of the test must be visible when finding a BAT test made abroad. Otherwise,
the test will not be accepted as credible for entry into the Republic of Croatia. The results of
the PCR test must not be older than 72 hours, and the BAT test of 24 hours from the moment
of testing until the arrival at the border crossing;

verification not older than 270 days of receipt of two doses of vaccine used in EU Member
States (Pfizer, Moderna, AstaZeneca, Gamaleya, Sinopharm, Novavax) or vaccines approved
by the World Health Organization for emergency use (Serum Institute of India - Covishield ,
Bharat Biotech - Covaxin, Sinovac - CoronaVac) if 14 days have passed since receiving the
second dose of vaccine or presenting a certificate not older than 270 days about receiving one
dose of vaccine received in one dose (Janssen / Johnson & Johnson) if 14 days have passed
since receiving that single dose or presenting an acknowledgment of receipt of the booster
dose of the vaccine;

certificate of COVID-19 and receipt of a single dose of vaccine used in EU Member States
(Pfizer, Moderna, AstraZeneca, Gamaleya, Sinopharm, Novavax, Janssen / Johnson & Johnson)
or vaccine approved by the World Health Organization for emergency use of India - Covishield,
Bharat Biotech - Covaxin, Sinovac - CoronaVac) if 14 days have passed since receiving that one
dose, within 8 months of the onset of the disease, provided that vaccination must be carried
out less than 270 days before arrival at the border crossing;

positive PCR or rapid antigen test, which confirms that the owner has recovered from SARS-
CoV-2 virus infection, with the test performed 180 days ago and older than 11 days from the
date of arrival at the border crossing or with the presentation of a medical certificate on
recovery
