WHEN & WHERE

The seminar will be hosted in Altamura from the 29th of January to the 3rd of
February 2024. Arrivals on the 29th before 3PM, departure on the 3rd of
February after 1PM.

Participants will be hosted in double rooms at the B&B Malandri, in the old
town of Altamura. Activities will be hosted at Agorateca, the community
library managed by Link, which is about 20 minutes walk to the city center.
