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Send us your travel option before Friday 27th September. Don't buy any flight ticket without our
confirmation.
There is a train that you have to train that connect Mélaga airport to Torremolinos, and the last one is at

23:30, so your flight can't land later than 22:30. And the first train from Torremolinos to the Airport is at

6:30. The distance by train is 10 minutes between airpot to Torremolinos.

IMPORTANT: You can travel to Malaga maximum 2 days before OR after the project dates.

Reimbursement will be done in EURO regardless the mentioned currency in tickets, receipts and invoices.

Reimbursement will be done through bank transfer 2-3 months after the project if all reimbursement, ,

project conditions and rules are followed.
