INCLUSIVE SOCIAL PARTICIPATION INITIATIVE FOR
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This project is all about enhancing the social inclusion of young people with disabilities, helping them get more involved
in areas like sports and arts. The goal is to tackle social isolation and boost their integration into everyday life. Partners
from various countries involved in the project will pick up skills on how to organize activities and training that promote
greater participation of individuals with disabilities in society. We’re looking to increase young people's involvement in
sports, culture, and arts, while also helping them develop social skills and build their self-confidence. Another key aim is
to equip youth workers with the knowledge and skills they need to work more effectively with young people with
disabilities. Throughout the project, we’ll be bringing together different stakeholders by creating collaborations and
networks at local, national, and international levels. These partnerships will help us develop projects and programs that
positively impact the lives of young people with disabilities.

Training and Capacity Building: We’ll set up special training programs aimed at including young people with
disabilities, and we’ll also provide training to boost the skills of youth workers. These sessions will be tailored to
meet the needs of young people with disabilities, helping youth workers engage more effectively and efficiently
with them.
Making Events More Accessible and Inclusive: We’ll be organizing sports and art events specifically for
young people with disabilities, ensuring that these events are both accessible and engaging. The goal is to
encourage more young people with disabilities to take part in these activities and enhance their social skills.
Fostering Awareness and Understanding: We’ll be rolling out social media campaigns and information posts
to boost awareness about disability. The goal of these campaigns and events is to enhance understanding and
promote a positive perspective on disability within our community.
Promoting International Cooperation and Cultural Exchanges: By bringing together youth workers from
various countries, we'll share information about Erasmus+ projects and foster international collaboration. These
activities are designed to boost global solidarity and celebrate cultural diversity.
Creating Sustainable Impacts: To make sure the project results stick around, we’ll develop resources and
training materials that can be used even after the project wraps up. Plus, we’ll host a sustainability conference
as part of the project to assess its long-term effects and figure out the next steps.



Participant Profile and Statistics

There will be 6 participants and 1 companion from each country involved in the project. Participants should be aged
between 25 and 40. When choosing participants from each country, it’s important to consider gender balance, so
there should be 3 females and 3 males. Additionally, youth workers from each country need to come from
disadvantaged backgrounds in terms of health, specifically those with disabilities. Disabled participants should have
characteristics like orthopedic disabilities, mild visual impairments, mild hearing impairments, or chronic illnesses
such as heart issues, high blood pressure, diabetes, or cancer. If a disadvantaged youth worker requires assistance,
the project will cover the transportation and accommodation costs for 1 companion from each country. If a companion
isn’t necessary, the partner country can consider that companion as an additional participant. All participants should
have at least 2 years of volunteer or professional experience in the youth sector. Partners are encouraged to select
participants not just from their own organizations but also from other organizations in their area. The participating
countries and their respective numbers are listed below:

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Practical Setup

Meals: The coordinator organization will take care of meals and coffee breaks
throughout the program. If you have any special dietary needs or food
intolerances, make sure to detail them in the application form for consideration.
For particularly sensitive situations, please reach out to the coordinator
directly.

Health Insurance: It's important for participants to have health insurance during the
activity program dates. The responsibility for obtaining health insurance falls on the
participants and partner organizations, and the project won't cover any related costs. Make
sure you have health insurance to handle any potential issues.

Visa: Participants are responsible for their own visa expenses. If you need a visa to enter
Turkey, you can apply for one online through the e-visa application or pay for it at the airport
upon arrival. Just a heads up, though—participants holding European passports don’t need a
visa for stays of up to 90 days in Turkey.

Transportation from the airport and bus terminal to Project City:
You can get to Bursa straight from Sabiha Gökçen and Istanbul Airport in Istanbul
using the BBBBUS Company vehicles. Plus, you can also take a bus to Bursa from other
cities like Izmir and Antalya.
You can also get to Bursa by sea from Istanbul. There’s a ferry that runs from the
Istanbul Yeni Kapı and Eminönü piers to Bursa Güzelyalı and Mudanya Piers until 8 PM.
Since there’s no public transport to the accommodation area, everyone will meet at
the Bursa Bus Terminal on the first day of the project, and shuttles will take you to the
hotel. If you have another way to get to the hotel, feel free to use Google Maps from
the location we provided. 
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Refund Guidelines and Procedure

There’s no fee to participate. The Erasmus+ Program will cover meal, accommodation,
and travel costs as outlined in the grant agreement and its limits. Participants will
receive reimbursements for tickets bought during the trip on the last day of the activity,
just before leaving the program. This will be based on the InforEuro EURO exchange rate
from the start date of the project mobility.

Travel expenses will be reimbursed based on the guidelines provided by the European Commission (check the table below).
Türkiye: 0 Euros
NORTH MACEDONIA: 275 euros
ROMANIA: 275 euros
Czech Republic: 275 euros
UKRAINE: 275 euros

If travel costs go over the legal limits, the refund will only cover the maximum amount set for each country. So, any
expenses that exceed those limits will be the participant's responsibility. 
As per the program rules, you need to buy economy class tickets.
So, the program guidelines say that transportation costs are taken care of for up to 2 days before the mobility starts
on November 1, 2024, and for 2 days after, which is November 14, 2024. As for accommodation, that's on the
participants, except for the days when the project kicks off and wraps up, which are from November 3 to November
12.
Please avoid buying any tickets or making reservations without getting the host organization's approval first.
Participants need to hold onto all original tickets, boarding passes, receipts, and invoices, and they should send all
original documents to the host organization before making any payments.
It's best to go for direct flights from the transportation country to the project country. You can make payments for
connecting flights following the Erasmus+ guidelines. Just make sure to mention your situation when you're seeking
approval for those connecting flights.
