Problematic 
Morocco has witnessed a significant transformation in migration patterns in recent years, becoming a primary destination for migrants from sub-Saharan African countries. According to a report published by the newspaper ‘Hespress’ in March 2023, the number of foreign migrants residing in Morocco is estimated to range between 80,000 and 100,000 people of 111 different nationalities. Sub-Saharan African migrants account for approximately 44% of the total migrant population in Morocco. 
Many Sub-Saharan migrants cross into Morocco from Western Sahara, traveling through the Sahara desert on foot or in overcrowded vehicles. The journey is often perilous, with migrants facing extreme heat, limited food and water, and the risk of violence from smugglers or hostile groups. 
Upon arrival in Morocco, many migrants find themselves unable to speak the local language or navigate the legal system, making it difficult for them to access basic necessities and protect themselves from exploitation. 
Many migrants from Sub-Saharan Africa flock to Morocco in search of refuge or economic opportunities that could improve their living standards, or to escape poverty caused by wars and conflicts. For others, Morocco serves as a stepping stone or transit point on their journey to reach Europe, as they hope to find better opportunities for a prosperous life. 
On the other hand, Moroccan authorities are facing increasing challenges in managing irregular migration flows. According to an article published by Al Jazeera in September 2024, the Moroccan Ministry of the Interior thwarted more than 45,000 attempts to migrate to Europe since January 2024 illegally and dismantled 177 criminal networks involved in human trafficking. The report further emphasized the need for a collaborative approach to addressing this issue and highlighted the dangers faced by migrants attempting to cross the Mediterranean Sea.
With the increased border security, a crackdown on migration to Europe, and the increased pressure on undocumented migrants, it has become increasingly difficult for migrants to undertake this hazardous journey, which often has unforeseen consequences, leaving many of them stranded in Morocco with limited options for living and integrating. This situation has presented them with significant challenges, 
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including social and economic marginalization, cultural and language barriers, legal constraints, and in many cases, racial discrimination. This situation has been exacerbated by the local community's lack of understanding of these migrants' essential needs and basic services required for decent and secure living within Moroccan society. 
One of the most visible manifestations of this crisis is the fact that many of these migrants are living on the streets, exposed to violence and exploitation. They often lack access to basic necessities like food, water, shelter, and medicine, leading them to beg on the streets to survive, despite the harsh treatment and occasional arrests they may encounter. 
The survey conducted by the Moroccan Human Rights Committee and the Morocco Center for Citizenship highlights the impact of the situation, with 87% of young participants under 30 rejecting Morocco's status as a country of reception for migrants coming from sub-Saharan Africa. They support strengthening the borders to prevent further migrants from entering the kingdom. 
In addition to their struggles for survival, some migrants also are forced to make difficult and potentially risky choices in order to meet their basic needs for survival, putting them in contact with the law. This further compounds their problems, which were already discussed previously. 
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Sphere of intervention
MamAfrika Organization is dedicated to empowering Sub-Saharan migrants in Morocco with the tools and opportunities they need to thrive. Our comprehensive integration plan includes 100 subsaharan migrants to benefit from vocational training, mentorship, and entrepreneurship programs, tailored to the individual needs of each migrant. 
Our comprehensive integration plan program not only addresses the practical needs of Sub-Saharan migrants but also their psychological well-being. Financial assistance, and linguistics support, combined with specialized training, will offer a lifeline to these individuals as they adjust to life in Morocco. 
However, we cannot underestimate the importance of psychological support in this process. Many migrants have experienced trauma, loss, and displacement, and providing them with counseling services can be instrumental in their healing journey. 
Financial assistance: Due to their poor living conditions and lack of means, and in line with our strategy to empower these youths instead of encouraging dependency, the financial aid we intend to provide to these individuals will enable them to become economically independent and help them to start their projects which will assist them in achieving economic self-sufficiency and security. 
Language support: No doubt many of them have learned basic terms for daily communication out of necessity, but support for this linguistic reserve with terms, etiquette, and cultural norms that align with Moroccan customs and traditions will facilitate their social integration and give them a place within our open society.
Guidance and mentorship: This program primarily relies on directing beneficiaries to invest their abilities, inclinations, and values to realize their personal project, with the help of a specialized group of counselors who provide educational and socio-vocational guidance to help them overcome the challenges of post-migration life in Morocco. The counselors offer guidance and support that can assist them in adapting to life in Morocco.
Job search strategies: Among the reasons for guidance and mentorship is also to equip these young people with a set of skills that facilitate their access to the labor market. This is achieved by providing a menu of job search skills, starting with the selection of fields of work, through writing a resume and preparing for the psychological interview and ending with good communication and good relations with colleagues in the company or workshop. 
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Entrepreneurship: MamAfrika will provide these young people with appropriate practical training and financial support to launch successful small businesses and maintain them to become a source of respectable income that guarantees dignified living. This is done by understanding the laws that regulate small companies and contractors, in addition to principles of financial management and dealing with taxes. 
In general, the integration plan not only aims to provide support to this category through comprehensive programs but also to transform Morocco into a land of opportunities for these migrants from sub-Saharan Africa, giving them the opportunity to build a better life for themselves and their families, instead of crossing borders and risking their lives and facing hardships. This will also help reduce the negative impacts of clandestine migration to Europe. 
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Targeted group 
The targeted group for our project consists of 100 Sub-Saharan African migrants who have settled in Morocco but are struggling to cover their expenses, sometimes including the expenditures of their families in their countries of origin. They face numerous challenges, including financial insecurity, lack of access to education and healthcare, and difficulties in integrating into the local community. These challenges can make it difficult for them to build a better life in Morocco, and it is therefore essential to provide support and opportunities to help them overcome these obstacles. We aim to provide these vulnerable individuals with the support and resources they need to improve their living conditions, establish themselves in their new homeland, and become active and valued members of Moroccan society. By doing so, we hope to contribute to the development and prosperity of Morocco and to create a more inclusive and harmonious society that welcomes and supports migrants. 
The program will specifically target young people, especially those aged between 18 and 40 years old, as they represent the majority of migrants seeking employment or educational opportunities. While focusing on vulnerable groups, such as children and women in difficult circumstances, who are most in need of social and humanitarian support, the program aims to provide assistance and resources to help them improve their lives and integrate into Moroccan society. The integration plan seeks to provide assistance and support to vulnerable groups, such as children and women in difficult circumstances, to help them improve their lives and integrate into Moroccan society. 
The beneficiaries will be identified through coordination with some interested organizations, such as the International Organization for Migration (IOM). 
The criteria for selection are: 
●​ The migrant should have been living in Morocco for a specified period of time (often more than 	one year). 
●​ The individual should demonstrate a serious desire to integrate into Moroccan society. 
●​ Priority is given to those who have the ability to integrate quickly, such as those with professional 	skills or higher education. 
●​ Humanitarian cases, such as families or individuals with serious health problems, are considered 	to be part of the targeted groups. 
●​ The program takes into account cultural and linguistic compatibility, such as historical and 	religious ties between Morocco and countries in Sub-Saharan Africa. 
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●​ Preference is given to migrants who can contribute to the Moroccan labor market or those who 	are seeking to complete their higher education at Moroccan institutions. 
The proposed migrants will have their cases reviewed by specialized committees that include representatives from the MamAfrika Organization, a psychological and social expert, and a representative from partner associations, as far as possible. 
This ensures that each case is carefully evaluated by a team of experts who can provide recommendations on whether the migrants should be accepted into the program or not. The involvement of experts and representatives from partner organizations helps to ensure that the selection process is fair, thorough, and transparent.
