She has taken ballet courses when she was five and when she passed to primary school she learnt how to play mangala and practice the art of ebru. She took three years of Turkish folk dance classes such as harmandalı and Anadolu ateşi, also attending dance performances of Indian and Caucasian dances. She took art classes and swimming lessons (continuing to take them in middle school), attended DynEd programme and gained certificates, took English courses from foreign teachers. She is mentoring a student within the wings of LGS Arkadaşım Project and attending MUNs, winning certificates. She has now an advanced level of English knows some German.
