Target Group: Young people aged 18–30
1. Project Rationale
Contemporary youth increasingly devote a substantial portion of their daily lives to social media, digital platforms, and artificial intelligence (AI)-based applications. While digitalization facilitates communication, learning, and social interaction, it simultaneously generates significant challenges. These include ethical concerns—such as algorithmic bias, privacy infringements, and misinformation—as well as environmental consequences, notably high energy consumption and a growing carbon footprint.
A large segment of young people remains insufficiently informed about the social, ethical, and ecological dimensions of AI technologies. In particular, the escalating energy demand of data centers and the computational intensity required to train AI models are contributing to a rapidly expanding digital carbon footprint, thereby raising serious concerns regarding environmental sustainability.
2. Project Objectives
Aligned with the priorities of the Erasmus+ KA154-YOU programme, this project seeks to empower young people to:
· Strengthen their digital literacy and AI awareness,
· Enhance their understanding of ethical issues and foster responsible digital citizenship,
· Cultivate a stronger sense of environmental responsibility and sustainability awareness,
· Establish participatory, innovative, and inclusive collaborations among European youth.
