Eco-DigiBee VET – Expected Role of the Second Partner
We already have one confirmed partner from Romania (ACA – Romanian Beekeepers Association).
With this call we are looking for one additional full partner who can take on a clear but realistic role in the project.
1. Profile of the second partner
The organisation can be:
· a university / faculty (Agriculture, Veterinary, Environmental Sciences, Food Technology, Rural Development, Bioeconomy, Digital Entrepreneurship), or
· a VET school / training centre in agriculture, food or beekeeping, or
· a beekeepers’ association / cooperative / producer group, or
· an NGO active in VET, rural development, digital skills or green transition.
Experience with beekeeping, honey quality, apitherapy, digital tools or micro-credentials is very welcome but not strictly required.

2. Main tasks and contributions
The second partner is expected to:
1. Join the co-design and peer review of the VET curriculum
· Review and comment on the 4 Eco-DigiBee modules
(quality & proline; data-driven beekeeping; apitherapy & hygiene; digital marketing & data protection).
· Provide 2–3 examples, case studies or good practices from its own context.
2. Support the digital hive diary and data-driven approach
· Give feedback on the offline-first Digital Hive Diary (QR codes, simple sensors, KoBoToolbox forms).
· If possible, test the tool with a small pilot group of local beekeepers or learners.
3. Participate in training and mobility activities
· Either host a short 2–3 day workshop in its country,
or send 4–6 participants (staff / beekeepers / learners) to activities in Türkiye and/or Romania.
· Encourage participation of women and young people with fewer opportunities.
4. Dissemination and visibility
· Share project results on the organisation’s website, social media and events.
· Present the Eco-DigiBee model in at least one national or local event (meeting, seminar, conference, fair, etc.).
5. Participate in project management and quality assurance
· Nominate one contact person for coordination.
· Attend 2–3 online coordination meetings during the 12-month project.
· Contribute to short internal feedback and evaluation (we provide templates).

3. Workload and support
· Tasks are light and realistic for a small-scale KA210-VET partnership.
· The coordinator (Çat LAG – Türkiye) will prepare the full application and reporting and provide all templates.
· The second partner will receive a fair share of the 60,000 EUR lump sum for its activities, to be agreed together before submission.
