· Training course(s) for youth workers
· Youth exchange or blended mobility
· Co-created educational tools (toolkit, videos, podcasts, campaign materials)
· Online dissemination and sharing of results

· work with young people (13–30) and/or youth workers
· are interested in digital education and media literacy
· want to be actively involved in co-designing and co-writing the project
· can involve local young people in the diagnostic phase
