South East Europe – SEE 
Experience of ISDY SEE 
The ISDY SEE is active in the fields of peace building, non-formal education and strengthens young people for their future life not only in the region of Prizren, but also Kosovo wide as well as in Serbia and Montenegro.

For our work in these fields, our members have crossed approximately 10,000 km’s in Kosovo, Serbia and Montenegro. Our work focuses at the Albanian community as well as at Serbian, Turkish, Bosnian, Gorani and RAE (Roma, Ashkali and Egyptians) communities. 


Activities for non-formal education, peace building and strengthening young peoples' life skills aim at youth and children of the age groups 14 – 18 years and 18 – 29 years. 


Staff: Nine persons in the main office in Prishtina, Beograd (Serbia) and Ulqin (Montenegro). All our staff is trained by many international organizations: World Bank, CRIPS and OSCE Mission in Kosovo. Albanian-American Council, Council of Europe (training programs financed by the US Agency USAID and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Germany). 

Staff of our center did not only take part in different trainings within Kosovo, but also in the Balkans and Europe in general. Our staff is trained for non-formal education, moderation for implementation of youth politics, peacebuilding and many different trainings in the field of advocacy. 


Budget: Approximately 500,000 EUR for Serbia, Kosovo and Montenegro; mainly funds of international organizations and agencies and of local businesses. 


Projects and Activities: We realize nine projects annually, in which we work for peace education in ten villages, for non-formal education in five municipalities and for strengthening young people's life skills in five regions. Within these projects, we organize approximately 30 activities per year: courses, trainings, conferences, youth camps and other sport and cultural activities. 
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ROMA Community: 
Overall objectives: Promotion of social inclusion in the labour market by: enabling the social economy, women and Roma groups, developing partnerships and encouraging involvement in community life of people excluded from social development in the South East Europe.
Specific objectives: 

1. Accelerate progress toward improving the welfare of Roma by including Roma in the decision-making process in regional cooperation 
2. To review such progress in a transparent and quantifiable way in regional country

LGBT Communities 

Overall objectives: to improve the legal and social situation of LGBT people in SEE. 

Specific objectives: 

1. To increase/ build the capacities of the local LGBT organizations and Government in the fields of organizational management, documentation of human rights violations and advocacy. 
2. To advocate at regional level to create partnership (using the documented evidence of discrimination) for improved legal protection and social acceptance of LGBT people in SEE with CSOs and Government. 
DISABILITIES Communities:  
Overall objectives: To enhance the participation of civil society in legislative and policy reform on legal capacity to ensure domestic implementation of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and To bring together like-minded civil society organisations in Balkan states to support people with disabilities to exercise their rights on an equal basis with others
Specific objective: To increase competencies of CSOs on both regional and national levels to strategically advocate and monitor reforms affecting persons with psycho-social and intellectual disabilities.
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Economic Development of the South East Europe through improvements in tourism potentials
Overall project objective: is to contribute to creating the basis for sustainable development in South East Europe . 
Specific project objectives (i) To create economic conditions for competitive businesses through tourism development of the SEE, (ii) To mobilise Labour Supply and perform Skills training in the SEE, (iii) Raising Production Potential, (iv) Gastronomic Innovation, (v) Regional Dialogue and (vi) Quality Improvement.

1. Institution building: this priority focuses primarily on strengthening the administrative capacity of the countries, and support to CSOs reform, through instruments implemented regionally,  
2. Justice and home affairs: actions in this ﬁeld have a special focus on the National/Local Youth Policy and Youth law, and include enhanced police regional cooperation and demarcation regional cooperation, 
3. LGBT: include decriminalisation, equality and non-discrimination and support and protection for human rights defenders.
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
