Workshop Topics: Project cycle management, fundraising, public participation in environmental decision making, NGOs and civil society, and stakeholder engagement. Participants develop products tailored to their own needs, such as project proposals, funding strategies, and community action plans. 
Life Plus Youth Program

Since 2005, The “Life Plus” Youth Program, conducted through a partnership between the Coca-Cola Life Plus Foundation, the YADA Foundation and the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), has focused its activities on supporting youth aged 18-30 from across Turkey, both in thinking about Turkey’s environmental and societal problems and in creating projects that will assist in the solution of these problems. As Turkey’s oldest and longest-running environmental youth program, “Life Plus” not only provides financial support, ranging from 5000 to 50000 USD, to youth-led environmental projects, but also acts as a mentor in helping youth in conducting their projects.
The Program supported 52 youth led programs in 34 different regions in Turkey. In the “Life Plus” Youth Program more than 500 young people from different regions of Turkey have led “Life Plus” projects and become active participants in the field of civil society. In the last two years alone, messages related to Turkey’s water and forest resources, its renewable energy resources and waste management have been conveyed to almost 100000 people and approximately 20000 people have participated in project events, while the projects have also brought together 10000 members of civil society organizations, representatives of state institutions, agricultural, industrial or commercial organizations and universities.
The “Life Plus” Youth Program, has formed more than 100 partnerships with governmental and municipal departments. The production and irrigation methods of nearly 3000 farmers have been converted to more productive and environmentally friendly methods, and more than 1000 people have experienced use of solar energy.
Action Objectives

The primary objective of this encounter is to continue the good practice of gaining new knowledge, developing new relations, friendships, and strategies in dealing with environmental issues.
· to catalyze the dimensional exchange of information and in doing so further the active involvement of young environmentalist professionals by enhancing their develop capacity;
· to built a sustainable communication network of environmental NGOs; 
· to spread good practices and methods from environmental education;

· to promote environmental education as important way of educating children and youth about nature;

· to learn through practice;

· contribute to developing the quality of support systems for youth activities and the capabilities of civil society organizations in the youth field; 
Eligibility and funding
Applicants should be between 20 and 28 years of age, display a strong commitment to the environment in their countries regions, work at an environmental NGO or environmental project, and have good command of written and spoken English. 

YADA Foundation will cover all costs related to food, training fees, accommodation and 70% of travel cost. Applicant’s NGO must cover 30% of travel. 
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
