Briefly present your organisation.
	YOUth Connect is a non-profit organisation promoting self-empowerment and personal development of young people at local, national and international level.

With connection as main aim, YOUth Connect supports and inspires young people to raise awareness and take actions towards an objective, to act consciously and to feel part of a group.

The activities of YOUth Connect are based on methods such as non-formal education, lifelong learning, international cooperation and networking, aiming to motivate change making, active citizenship and professional development.

YOUth Connect has three main objectives:

- To promote local, European and global cooperation of young people, communities and organizations with projects, meetings and events;

- To inspire the dialogue and the intercultural exchange of young people with non-formal learning methods.

- To support young people to get in touch and act consciously, to get out from their comfort zone and be brave to do great things.

Plus, three keywords inspire the organization:

- Connections: to discover connections among individual people, groups, organizations, communities and nature.
- Contact: to establish contact among young people and between young people and organizations, in order to get same objectives and change the world together.

- Change: everybody is important, and every experience changes us. And a change, can bring other changes. Hundreds of changes can make the world better.

YOUth Connect has been founded in two countries by two young youth workers from Italy and Slovak Republic during an international project, who, sharing the same experiences, decided to take action and collaborate in order to create new opportunities for young local people.
Since 2016, YOUth Connect has been working on:

· International level: international projects (youth exchanges, training courses and seminars)

· Local level: events and workshops in Alessandria and Torino about contact making, self-awareness and personal development.

· International and local cooperation.

In particular, in 2019, the team of YOUth Connect has:

-Involved young locals in more than 20 international projects;

-Organized 2 local projects of multiple days;

-Organized 4 ErasmusPlus projects (3 Training Courses, 1 Youth Exchange)
-Collaborated in the organization of 2 KA2 projects;

-Involved young people in multiple local events;

-Been partner and collaborated actively in the production and realization of the project ANG in Radio – Piemonte: Youth in Radio;
-Been hosted in the Talent Garden – Fondazione Agnelli workspace for two months.

YOUth Connect is realizing activities in Torino on the topic of personal development social inclusion.


In particular, the association organizes


- multiple one-day workshops involving foreign youngsters living in Torino recreating the atmosphere of a youth exchange with energizers, activities and cultural presentations;


- regular workshops in the schools of the province of Torino and Alessandria, in order to present to the students the program Erasmus+ and its opportunities, realizing workshops on different topics and presenting the video and material of previous projects;
