Number of days
Two days of travel (arrival and depart) and seven days of fun workshops and activities.

Arrival day
Monday, 27th of August 2012
Departure day
Tuesday, 4th of September 2012

Place

The youth exchange will take place in Joure in the community Skarsterlân in the Netherlands.

Target group
Youth and young adults between 15 and 20 years. For an equal division of the group, we prefer to four male and four female participants.
Cost
The program of Youth in Action will cover a part of the expenses. There is a fixed amount per person per night available. This includes the preparatory costs, activity costs and costs for dissemination of results. For the Netherlands as host country, the amount is set at € 39 per person per night.
Youth in Action will cover 70% of the travel expenses, so the remaining 30% is paid by the partners. It is also necessary that the partners arrange travel insurance. For the planning visit, the cost of traveling, as well as accommodation and meals are fully covered.
Language

The main language is English, but it is not forbidden to learn each other’s language. The theme is eventually cultural diversity!

Goal

The goal of the exchange is to get in contact with people from different countries and to learn from each other’s differences and cultures.
Methodology
The Youth Exchange is based on cultural diversity. During the preparation and the exchange the participants will get the opportunity to discover different methods in the field of culture. Particular attention is drawn to the analysis, planning, execution and evaluation of the exchange. The program will be based on youth and young adults and their needs. There will be made use of the creativity and knowledge of the participants.
Participants will

· develop their self-confidence;
· learn more about themselves, the environment, other countries and their cultures;
· learn to reduce the different prejudices and enlarge the tolerance;
· develop an open and proactive attitude towards cultural diversity and differences;

· get in contact with participants from other countries from Europe;

· broaden their skills and develop other points of view;

· receive a learning experience they never will forget!
