Please briefly present the partner organisation.
	The main purpose of the Foundation is to support young people, especially from poor families, and struggle for their rights. In particular, the Foundation supports changes in Belarus, helps Belarusians from Poland, Lithuania and Belarus.

One of the methods and activities of the Foundation is promotion of Belarusian culture and tolerance to other cultures.

The Foundation was created by means of groups - from Lublin and Krakow, -

which show a lot of help for the organization's activities. The organization has about 300 members families, which equates to around 1000 people. The organization has a lot of experience in establishing cooperation with other entities of the European Union. 

The organization promotes a healthy lifestyle, anti-tobacco and anti-alcohol activities, take care for the health condition of young people and of whole society. There are experience in survival camps and outdoor projects.
