	D. BACKGROUND AND EXPERIENCE

	Please briefly present the partner organisation.
	The mission of Baykuş Arts and Literature Centre is to provide high quality visual and performing arts, literature and all lingual written fine art lectures. We aim to continue art education programs for youngs, adults and for children beginning from 3 years old to any ages.  We also arrange events and exhibitions designed to nurture, to encourage and explore the creative spirit in people of all ages and abilities.

We perform arts, educate children, especially youngs and children with special needs, try to inspire their creative side by our teachers and by hiring regional artists to teach classes in a wide variety of artistic disciplines. Besides, offering classes for adults, youngs and children with special needs, we also have education programs for teens, adults in many branches of art. Some examples of classes we offer in our arts center are Yoga, Yoga for children with autism, Ballet Course, Intelligence games Courses, Painting, Handicraft Courses, Step-Plates, Adult Theater Courses, theater for people with autism, Creative Drama Courses, drama for children with autism, ebru, watercolor painting, Folk Dance Courses, English Teaching with Arts, Salsa, Zumba courses, Tango Course, theoratical Musical course, violin Course, Baglama/Saz Courses, Guitar courses, Digital arts courses, Web Design Course, Speed Reading Courses, dramaturgic writing, Reading Courses for people with special needs, Creative Writing Course, Tale and Story telling Courses, English Drama Course, Cartoon-drawing Courses, Basic Acting Course for people with special needs, Scriptwriting Course, Diction and Good Speaking Courses, English Art Workshops, English Drama Courses for people with autism German Art Workshop. 

We also offer creative experiences for all of the young people and youngs with special needs like clay handicrafts lectures, Arts lectures After School and summer camps. We have also daily after-school classes for early ages, like drawing, painting, sculpture, pottery, language works, mixed media, theater, music, dance and more.

Our main goal is to to inspire, transform and enrich our community and our pupils especially people/youngs with special needs through arts and literature.
Baykuş Center for the Arts and Literature has programming policies that reflect our community's needs and supplements that provided by other schools and Special education and rehabilitation schools. By collaborating with local businesses and other cultural organizations we serve as a catalyst for accomplishing common community goals. We strive to make the arts accessible to as many people as possible, because we believe that the arts are essential for human development and academic success and for enriching our culture as a whole.
There are diferent projects in the context of digital skills, education for health and sexuality, financial literacy, environment (there is a protected area near the school), recyling and animal protection.


	What are the activities and experience of the organisation in the areas relevant for this application?
	First of all, it is necessary for us to explain that, we, who have been going on our struggle in local and European level against any kind of totalitarianizm, anti-democratic applications and against any disabilities leading paople and youngs to participate into the democratic life. We know how important is the education, democracy and togetherness of education and arts to get the success in the struggle of people for obtaining real democratic lives. As the directors and educators of our arts and literature centre, we try our best to explain people the importance of arts within the education and democratization process of the youngs, people and societies.

Our another goal is to provide a positive and attractive learning process using traditional methods as well as the new technologies and gamification, game-based techniques within the process of struggling against anti-democratic pressures, disabilities and autism. We are aware that all people and students have different skills and different learning paces/rythms, they come from different backgrounds and social status. Therefore, our main concern is to use diverse teaching stategies and techniques while engaging in a scrimmage against disabilities and anti-democratic social/political approaches to the youngs and children. Our center has an active role in many social and cultural activities like theatres, exhibitions, talks, meetings with authors, etc.  we have partnerships with many schools and organizations in our local region. We have been colloborating with our regional directiorate of education, foundations, young institutes, Special education and rehabilitation centers.

We work closely with our community, that is, parents, local council and all local institutions. Our priority is to ensure that our students and especially young students with special needs and autism have all the opportunities that all other citizens have. And we consider of the upmost importance to give them the opportunity to learn with students from other schools, organizations and different countries and cultures.

	What are the skills and expertise of key staff/persons involved in this application?
	The key individuals involved in this project have a vast experience, both teaching and organising literary activities/arts. 

Our contact person, is a graduate of Political Science and Public administration. He also continued master's degree in Sociology, Sociology of literature and sociology of transition. He has four books in Turkish -Some of them published. Two Novels, One Story book and One Book for Teenagers- . He prepared a book -and a project- for Turkish Ministry of Culture. New approaches to and theoratical developments in sociology and phylosophy, political science and literature... He has been writing articles for some national magazines of Literature and sociology and for some online Web portals which have contents about literary and cultural issues of society. He has been designing web-sites of a few companies for a long time and he also has websites related with different contents such as News, social, critical, Literary articles. He has written and worked as contact person in a few Comenius and Erasmus+ school projects.
Our team's other members have different experiences about issues of creativity of arts, special needs, democracy and digital studies interrelated with arts partnerships with local institutions and schools. Our artists, musicians and teachers of all art areas have been organizing and performing theater shows and dramas and other socio-cultural activities with our students for the local people who has special needs and for other people and schools for a few years. All of personnel have been making researches about relationships among autism, sports, innovative artistic education methods and creativity. Most of them have certificates of different sport activities and they have been forming new teams with our pupils to teach and encourage them about how to defeat autism with creative arts and activities. 

Our literature and dance, aerobics and computer/ICT teachers and all other local artists who have been working in our center have been designing organizing many art and sports activities for a few social charity organizations and our local people for many years.
