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Training for professionals, Poland 
18.11.2019 – 23.11.2019 (with 2 additional days for travel) 


Training course is dedicated to professionals working in field of social exclusion, especially regarding to youth from disadvantages families, who needs support during independence process. Objectives of training will focus on risky behaviours of youth – sexual, substance abuse and process of helping youth to become more responsible and caucious about ther health – mental and physical.
For this activity we are looking for specialists (psychologists, social workers, educators, lawyers) who have at least 3 years of experience in the topic and such kind of partner organizations who are leading activities dedicated to families and young people in risk of social exclusion.

The main goal of the training is sharing of knowledge and skills and presentation and exchange of practical tools and methods of work. 

The participants of the training are both - students and mentors, so they should prepare workshops or other activities giving opportunity to share experience. All the activities will be discussed and analyzed with participants during the course. 

Program of training will contain:

- factors influencing risky behavior among young people

- risky sexual behavior and use of psychoactive substances - a review of forms and consequences

- modern methods of sex education - Reality Works program,
- modern methods of drug using prevention – peer-to-peer programs,
- building responsible attitudes among adolescents and young adults - in terms of pro-health prophylaxis and early (teenage) parenthood.

Dissemination:

After the training participants will prepare meetings with the specialists from their organizations and local community. 

Foundation “po DRUGIE”

The “po DRUGIE” Foundation (FpD) is a nationwide non-profit organization. Regular activities of FpD are:

· connected to risky behaviour prevention and skill development of youth educational activities based on non-formal education tools,

· research, lobbying, and systemic change activities connected with focus group,

· skill development and growth of awareness of professionals working with lower chance youth,

· individual help for present and former wards of correctional centres. The Foundation conducts interventions in individual cases involving juvenile justice system and offers them legal, educational and social assistance,
· building national and international network of professionals working with lower chance youth,
· organization of conferences, meetings and debates on legal issues that gathers young professionals, experts and youth from several institutions,
